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This course is a compulsory course for student of law majors, and they will further
grasp the legal knowledge of property rights on the basis of the study of civil law.
This course in accordance with the "property law" style, teaching content is divided
into five parts. Part |: overview of property rights. The main contents include the
concept, characteristic, object, effect, type of real right and the change of real right.
The second part: ownership. The main contents include the characteristics, types,
functions and powers of the ownership, the distinction between the ownership of
the building and the neighboring relationship, and the special way of obtaining the




movable property. The third part: usufructuary right. The main contents include the
right to contracted management of land, the right to use construction land, the right
to use homestead, easement. The fourth part: security interest. The main contents
include mortgage, pledge, lien. The fifth part: possession. The main contents include
the classification, effectiveness, protection of possession.

Property right is an important civil right and property law is an important law to
maintain the order of market economy. This course aims to enable students to
understand the development trend of the real right law and its position in the civil
law system, to grasp the theoretical knowledge of the real right law, and to apply the
theoretical knowledge to solve practical cases.
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
